General overall responsibility for this company’s small and women-owned business program, for the development, preparation and execution of individual subcontracting plans, and for monitoring performance for contractual subcontracting requirements contained in this plan includes but is not limited to

The following internal efforts will be taken to ensure that small, women-owned, and small disadvantaged business concerns will have an equitable opportunity to compete for subcontracts and to guide and encourage buyers.

Activities will be monitored to evaluate compliance with this Subcontracting Plan.

Small, women-owned, and small disadvantaged business concern source list, guides, and other data identifying small, women-owned, and small disadvantaged business concerns will be maintained and used by buyers in soliciting subcontracts; and

The offeror agrees that the clause entitled “Utilization of Small Business Concerns and Small Business Concerns Owned and Controlled by Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Individuals” will be included in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting opportunities, and all subcontractors except small business concerns who receive subcontracts exceeding $5,000,000 ($1,000,000 for construction subcontracts) shall adopt and comply with a subcontracting plan similar to this one.  Such plans will be reviewed by comparing them with the provisions of Public Law 95-507 and ensuring that all minimum requirements of an acceptable subcontracting plan have been satisfied.  The acceptability of percentage goals shall be determined on a case-by-case basis depending on the supplies/services involved, the availability of potential small and small disadvantaged subcontractors, and prior experience.  Once approved and implemented, plans will be monitored through the submission of quarterly reports, and/or, as time and availability of funds permit, periodic visits to subcontractors’ facilities to review applicable records and progress in the subcontracting program.

The offeror agrees to submit such periodic reports and to cooperate in any studies or surveys that may be required by the University or government to determine the extent of compliance by the subcontractor with the Subcontracting Plan and with the clause entitled “Utilization of Small Business Concerns and Small Concerns Owned and Controlled by Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Individuals” contained in the subcontract.

The offeror agrees that it will maintain at least the following types of records to document compliance with this Subcontracting Plan:

(a) Source lists of small, women-owned, and small disadvantaged business concerns, guides, and other data identifying small/small disadvantaged business vendors;

(b) Organizations contacted for small, women-owned, and small disadvantaged business sources.

(c) On a subcontract-by-subcontract basis, records on all subcontract solicitations over $100,000 indicating (1) whether small or women-owned business concerns were solicited, and if not, why not; (2) whether small disadvantaged business concerns were solicited, and if not, why not; (3) reasons for the failure of solicited small, women-owned or small disadvantaged business concerns to receive the subcontract award;

(d) Records to support other outreach efforts; contacts with minority and small business trade associations; attendance at small minority business procurement conferences and trade fairs; etc.;

(e) Records to support internal activities to guide and encourage buyers: workshops, seminars, training programs, etc.  Monitoring activities to evaluate compliance, and

(f) On a subcontract-by-subcontract basis, records to support subcontract award data, including name and address of subcontractor.
