Register with CCR

Any business interested in providing products
or services to Los Alamos National Laboratory
(LANL) can register their company in the
Central Contractor Registration (CCR) data-
base. This is the primary registrant database
for the U.S. Federal Government. Register at
http://www.ccr.gov or call 1-888-227-2423.

What You Will Need to Register

A Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS)
Number is needed to register in the CCR. The
D&B DUNS Number is a unique nine-digit iden-
tification number provided by Dun & Bradstreet
(D&B). For additional information visit D&B at
http://www.dnb.com/us or call 1-800-234-3867.

The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA)
establishes size standards on an industry-by-
industry basis. A North American Industry
Classification System (NAICS) code deter-
mines the business size based on its industry
code.

Keeping your marketing materials and
capability statement current is critical when
attempting to do business with the Laboratory,
including recently completed contracts and past
performance records.
